PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this interdisciplinary grant was to widen students experience with an exploration of
world customs and beliefs different from their daily experiences to create better understanding of the
global community they live in. The Internet and teacher created PowerPoint presentations were used by
students to research masks. Students used what they learned to create a design for their own mask or
head sculpture. Students evaluated their final projects and then photographed them for the school
website.
