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PROGRAM DESCRIPTION  
The purpose of this grant was to empower families to take an active role in their children’s acquisition 
of literacy skills. 
 
Selected students were provided additional intervention through home-school partnerships implemented 
by trained families. 
  
Resources for implementation: literacy materials for families to use for interventions with the 5 pillars 
of literacy, professionals to provide training for families and data collection tools to track student 
progress.
