Frequently Asked Questions


What is the purpose of the Conference Grant Program?

The purpose of the Conference Grant is to support educators to further their personalized professional development goals by attending a conference of their choice through the sponsorship of the CNYTC.

Who may apply?

Teachers and teaching assistants employed in the CNYTC consortium may apply for a Conference Grant.  

Participants may receive one award per school year up to $200 to cover conference registration.

What is the timeline?
Applications are available August 15, 2007 – June 15, 2008. 

Funding is not available for conferences from May 11, 2008 – June 30, 2008.

How many grants will be awarded?
It is anticipated that at least forty-five Conference Grants will be awarded up to $200 each. Participants may receive one award per school year. 
Note: Conferences after July 1, 2008 will be considered as the 2008-2009 school year.
What documents are required for submission?

To be considered, please submit the required documents by the deadline date. Proposals will be evaluated by a review committee and notification made to applicants shortly after the review process.

What are the responsibilities of the Conference Grant recipient?

For reimbursement, each recipient is expected to:

1. Complete and return a copy of the CNYTC contract which will be sent with the funding letter.

2. Register for the conference and pay the registration fee.

3. Attend the conference.

4. Share information acquired with educators within four weeks of conference attendance.

5. Submit evidence of conference attendance, receipt for payment, and an individual Evaluation Report within four weeks of conference attendance.
How may grant funds be used?
Proposals may be written for a maximum of $200 to cover the cost of conference registration only. The Teaching Center will reimburse the conference registration cost up to $200 upon receipt of required documents to applicant or district. No other expenses will be reimbursed.


Please Note - A proposal will be disqualified if the:

· Application, checklist or grant narrative is missing.

· Application, or grant narrative is not word processed.

· Professional development goals are not personalized.
